One of our amazing Pukeko teachers, Cat herine , tells us of her experience s in 
Vietnamé 

 

Xin Chau!  As some of you may have been aware, I have recently returned from a 3 

week trip to Vietnam where I was volunteering in a centre for  disabled children. This 

experience, while both challenging and distressing, was one of the most rewarding and 

character building times of my life. Although I had initially anticipated a lack of 

resources and space to be my biggest obstacle in teaching, I found that stigma and  

attitudes toward the children, even from their teachers, was a far greater barrier to  

change.   

 

However, from this experience I was able to fully appreciate the difference it 

makes to be working within a team of passionate, caring and  dedicated 

teachers. Regardless of the resources, space, and time that we take for 

granted, I have found that the biggest asset we have is the sense of whanau, 

acceptance and support that is found at Little Einsteins.
