During the past term, our mat times have provided many opportunities for our tamariki mā to build in 

confidence and participate in group experiences. We have played games that promote making 

comparisons, taking risks, asking questions and recalling information. Mat times have also provided a 

chance for children to build upon mathematical concepts such as position, counting and graphs to 

represent and compare information through stories and songs.  
 

With summer nearly here, we are looking forward to implementing some fun summer-related activities 

that will probably involve heaps of water play, picnics and hopefully lots more explorations outside! As 

always, please feel free to approach a teacher to discuss your child- we love hearing from you!

What a fantastic month we have had, the weather has been extremely 

kind to us and we have spent many days enjoying the sunshine. We have 

begun our “sunsmart” time and would like to remind parents to please 

pack a sunhat for your child every day. We have a hat container situated 

by the fish tank. If you have a spare hat we encourage  

you to leave it here over the summer months but please, please 

remember to name it. There are lots of children with the same 

hats and unnamed hats can easily be taken home with another child 

by mistake. We are using Ultra Block SPF 30+ sunscreen here at 

the centre, if your child has any allergies to this please bring in an 

alternative sunscreen for your child as soon as possible.  

 

Over the last few weeks we have been focusing on self-help skills 

(see our planning wall).  This involves us focusing on things like, 

dressing ourselves, washing our own faces, eating independently 

and cleaning up after ourselves. By focusing on this we aim to 

promote independence, body control, responsibility and a sense of 

accomplishment.   

 

With much discussion and reflection we have decided to go bottle-free here in the Tui room. We will 

still be offering milk to the children who bring it to the centre but it will be offered to them via cup 

rather than in a bottle to further their development of independent learning skills. 

    

Please close the gate firmly behind you when leaving and entering the centre to keep our little ones 

safe.
