Scheduled Review of Fees

As with our procedures and policies, our fees structure is also scheduled in for annual review.
We are currently in the process of evaluating the level of service we provide (quality, qualified
teachers, generous rural space, resources, meals etc) against what we charge families per day.
Part of this is to canvass local Early Learning Centres to appraise what our service charges and
delivers compared to others as well as to seek advice from our Accountant. Consultation with
families surrounding any prospective increases or changes to how our fees are structured will
be made over the next few weeks (via flier) once we have gathered and analysed the data we
are currently collecting. It is important to us to be able to make informed decisions surrounding
our fees structure and welcome your feedback during this process.
